The Jefferson, Washington, DC • White House • Timeless (99 rms)
An extensive, two-year renovation completed in August 2009 kept a bit of the

best of the hotel’s former self—its Beaux Arts architecture, its displays of orig-

inal documents signed by Thomas Jefferson—but otherwise transformed the

property. Jefferson’s spirit reigns: Toile drapes in the guest rooms reflect designs

in textiles that Jefferson brought home from France; 18th-century maps hang-

ing in Quill, the bar, trace Jefferson’s journeys through Europe’s wine regions.

Quaintly historic? More like “Jefferson in the 21st century.” Treatments in the

hotel’s spa feature the same kinds of herbs and botanicals that Jefferson once

cultivated at Monticello. The wine list at Plume (the restaurant) incorporates

hundreds of Jefferson favorites, while its au courant menus draw their inspira-

tion from ingredients popular in Jefferson’s day. Best room is the 8th floor’s

Thomas Jefferson Suite, with views of the White House, just a few blocks away,

No sooner was W, the president, out of office than W, the hotel group, re c l a i m e d

the city and the letter for itself. Staking out priceless real estate at the corner of

15th Street and Pennsylvania Avenue, the W Washington has every intention of

attracting the attention of the new president, who lives just across the street, as

well as that of every other cool character in town. Let us count its winsome ways:

a wine bar that opens onto Pennsylvania Avenue, a posh year- round rooftop bar

overlooking the White House and the Washington Monument, a Jean-Georg e s

Vongerichten restaurant, a Bliss spa, and guest rooms in modern whites and

timeless ambers. Prime rooms straddle the corner intersection and offer superior

views. The hotel occupies the historic shell of the building that once held the

Hotel Washington, so its near- c e n t u ry-old façade and interior exude history and

Bibiana Osteria Enoteca • Penn Quarter • Italian
“The whole idea is to be hip and happening but serving authentic cuisine,”

restaurateur Ashok Bajaj told Washingtonian magazine when Bibiana opened in

September 2009. And that tells you everything you need to know—nearly. A

décor consisting of pointy metallic chandeliers, blown-up photos of the

Colosseum and of Audrey Hepburn upon a Vespa, and black-leather and stain-

less-steel accents establishes a sleekly sophisticated tone. But like all Bajaj

eateries (he owns six others in DC, including ultracool Rasika), this one keeps

it real: Servers are welcoming and know their stuff; the menu is a mix of wood-

fired pizzas, traditional pastas, and intriguing new dishes, like poached fluke

with squid ink vinaigrette; and a bar and lounge scene adds a lively touch.
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Romancers should ask for tables 40 or 41; spotlight lovers should request win-

dow tables.

Diners gaze out at the C&O Canal while

savoring classic Mina dishes such as the crispy-skin Atlantic striped bass or

the lobster pot pie, all this while the kitchen’s wood-burning grill sends out the

i rresistible smoky smell of steak and lamb as it’s cooked to perfection. All

together now: Wow!

Renowned for the elegant Marcel’s, chef Robert Wiedmaier lets his hair down

at this grand, European-style brasserie, where Washingtonians wander in and

out all day, tossing back Bavik and munching on mussels, frites, or beef car-

bonade. While most patrons pull up to the bar or take a load off at one of a clus-

ter of tables, the best seat in the house is the chef’s table directly in front of

the exhibition kitchen, in full view of the ever-entertaining Wiedmaier. The vibe

here is contagious and the word is definitely out: Chefs from all over DC often

Paris-based Buddha Bar landed here with a bang in May (pause for applause). This

drama queen of a restaurant-lounge flaunts over-the-top décor: glossy red walls,

sheer gold drapes, 22-foot-high ceilings, gilded columns, Asian tattoo murals, and,

best of all, an 18-foot-tall onyx Buddha, unflappable observ e r. Washingtonians are

lapping it up, along with the saketini cocktails. A mixed-age (20s to 50s), intern a-

tional crowd collects after work for happy hour and dinner of sushi and specialties,

such as roasted black cod and lacquered Peking duck. When the lights dim aro u n d

7pm, the pace and music pick up; by 11pm the place is more lounge-nightclub

than restaurant, especially Friday and Saturday nights, though the kitchen serv e s

until 1am (11:30pm weeknights).

As for Central,

i t ’s Richard ’s love letter to America, presenting an aff o rdable menu of both Fre n c h

and American favorites (crab cakes, fried chicken, gougères, banana splits), serv e d

in a cheery, casual bistro setting.

Inside this high-ceilinged, arch-windowed, white columned space,

the city’s power brokers settle in like children, buzzing with anticipation, then

purring with pleasure, over barbecued lamb chops with potato purée—and the

champagne-fried onion rings, oh, the champagne-fried onion rings. Despite its

steak house label, J&G is equally liked for its seafood and vegetable dishes.

“J&G” refers to renowned chef Jean-Georges Vongerichten, of course, and the

name, in this case at least, speaks for itself.

The elegant taverna sits on the power corridor of K Stre e t

near the White House, and so it attracts the usual heavy hitters. But everyone gets

special treatment at Kellari.
