For a special occa-
sion, splurge on the Masterpiece Suite, which has its own pool table—and if you're
feeling especially amorous, there’s a wedding chapel and outdoor garden patio for
your nuptials. In the warmer months, lounge on cushy daybeds at the lush, palm
tree—enclosed pool, one of Vegas’ best-kept secrets. Service can be spotty, and the
hotel is less than ideal for business types or those looking for a typical strip expe-

When Tony Marnell Il opened the Rio in the late 1980s, it was a huge hit, espe-
cially with the locals. Now Tony Ill has followed in his father’s footsteps with the
M, a resort geared primarily toward Las Vegans, but also the Angelenos and
SouthemCalifornians who pass by the property on their way to the Strip. The hotel
maintains its commitment to value—premium beers on tap and artisanal gelato
will set you back around $3 (compared to more than twice that on the Strip)—
without sacrificing quality. The expansive pool area—where cabanas and daybeds
seem to float atop the water’s glassy surface—has a stunning outdoor stage, which
p romises to be a prime spot for summer concerts. And at the Hostile Grape, a sub-
terranean wine cellar and bar, you can taste pours of wine (including Opus One for
around $13 an ounce) using prepaid tasting cards. $ M Resort, 12300 Las Vegas
Blvd.

Beijing Noodle No. 9 e Center Strip ® Chinese

The new noodle joint at Caesars Palace gives Noodles at the Bellagio some
much needed competition. Intended to replicate the fast-paced noodle houses
in the Chinese capital, the restaurant serves up hand-pulled noodles and dim
sum classics. But the design is pure Vegas: Designed by Japan-based architect
Yukichi Kawai and inspired by the Olympic Bird's Nest, the space is encapsu-
lated by a massive white metal shell with laser cutouts that are backlit by laser-
emitting diodes. (In other words, it glows). Sun-Thu 1lam-11pm, Fri-Sat

sassy Grandma'’s Treat (spiked with Maker’s Mark), will rock your world, but it’s
the fried pickles—wonderfully light, crispy, and salty—that are the surprise
highlight of this menu. Equally popular with lunch crowds and the post-clubbing
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set from Jet, this burger joint likes to keep things deliciously tongue-in-cheek
with T-shirts on its waitstaff that read “Tip waiters, not cows.” Mon and Thu-Sat

restaurant nonetheless has all the feeling of LA destination dining, with its min-
imal color scheme, woven felt wall, acid-etched glass, leather tabletops, and
maritime photos by LA artist John Millei. While the décor is certainly something
to behold, this is the place for high-quality red meat. Try the steak tasting
(Nebraska dry-aged sirloin, American Kobe, and Japanese Wagyu) with a side of
creamed spinach mixed table-side with a fried egg on top. Sun-Thu

vintage and modern pieces to give it a lived-in, not quite divey, rock-and-roll kind
of feel. The kitchen, helmed by Sammy DeMarco, turns out creative comfort food
like fried eggs with pork chops, grits, biscuits, and gravy; sloppy duck sliders; and
Philly cheesesteak dumplings—served from 7am until the wee hours of the morn-
ing. The photo booth—which allows you to email digital images to yourself—is
also a draw.

It’s a bit of
a hike from the Strip, but well worth it for the orange and hot-pink Pop Art
décor, the fresh fish flown in daily from Japan, and such standout dishes as the
tempura shrimp with spicy chipotle aioli. Small groups will love the private tata-
mi rooms (which seat up to 12), while revelers would do well to check out the
bar, which offers more than 30 different sakes.

The menu is similar—if not identical—to that
of its sister restaurants, with a combination of hot and cold plates that includes a
miso black cod and hamachi with citrus and tru ffle oil. The crowd is very Hollywood
(think black-on-black attire and horn-rimmed glasses), and the scene is thumping.
Ask for a corner booth for optimal viewing of the sleek concrete room whose sculp-
tured ceiling brings to mind a school of fish, and try the Asian pear martini.

The must-
taste item on the menu is the agedashi tofu, but don’t miss the foie gras
chawanmushi or the smoked eggplant with shaved bonito fish. Table reserva-
tions are hard to secure; instead, head over later in the night to rub shoulders
with the likes of Paul Bartolotta and Kerry Simon, who have made this their
post-service go-to spot.

Seating is tight
and the noise a bit loud for some, but this addition to Vegas’ sushi scene makes a
great pre- or post-party meal, especially when you consider that the kitchen serves
food until 3am.

Located just north of the Strip, and tucked underneath the I-15
overpass, this gritty gem attracts a mixed crowd, ranging from business execs
who come for daily happy hours, to hipsters in skinny jeans and vintage tees. Go
on Wednesdays to see saxophonist Martin Mancuso, or Thursdays for acid jazz by
DJ Dakota—and order Sunick's famous espresso martini. There’s no cover
charg, but if you're driving, valet parking ($2) is mandatory.

A refreshing departure from mega-nightclubs Pure and LAX, The Bank is rela-
tively intimate, maxing out at around 1,000 partiers. Crystal chandeliers, tables
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cluttered with bottles of Cristal, and go-go girls in black lace give this place a
swish, upscale feel. Despite the $75 premium for bottle service ($475 versus
the $400 you'll spend at most other venues in town), it's worthwhile to reserve
a table. Service is top-notch, and that Red Bull and vodka will cost you $20 a
pop at the bar anyway. But if the price tag is a too hefty, position yourself along
the uppermost balcony, where you'll have a prime view of the dance floor two
levels below.

Tuesdays are now
Underground-a-Go-Go nights, a tribute to rockabilly, swing, and ska, featuring bur-
lesque dancers with feather boas and Bettie Page bangs.

The venue has the advantage of an outdoor patio overlooking the
Sirens Cove (where the Sirens perform every hour and a half), and Ed Hardy fans
won't be disappointed by the décor, which is classic Audigier: red velvet walls,
crocodile leather booths, skull-and-rose-encrusted mirrors, and jellyfish tanks
(which the fashion mogul describes as “art in motion”). Skip the lines (and the
cover charge) by booking a table for dinner at Social House, the sushi joint
upstairs.
