The old gal has dropped her surname and neatly converted her colonial roots

into a tropical plantation design that now includes shuttered windows, rich

wooden floors, and poster beds. Rooms (in shades of lavender, ochre, coral, or

spring green) are bright and warm and come with Frette linens, roomy walk-in

showers (complete with rainfall showerheads), robes, slippers, and Malin+Goetz

amenities. A rooftop lounge, garden wellness spa, and small pool cater to a

quiet, genteel crowd, while artwork, photography, and books throughout the

hotel aim to create a cultural oasis in a part of town known more for silicone

than sophistication.
